Dr Robert Buttery commenced as Consultant Respiratory Physician in September 2005, a post divided equally between Papworth Hospital and Hinchingbrooke Hospital. He offers an outpatient service for patients with respiratory illnesses or in the field of general medicine.

Dr Buttery's medical training began as an undergraduate in Cambridge University, where he gained a First and was awarded a Senior Scholarship at Trinity College, before moving to Oxford University Medical School to complete his clinical training. There followed pre-registration house posts in the professorial units in both Glasgow and Oxford, followed by SHO training on the Cambridge rotation, gaining MRCP in 1995. In 1996 he moved to Edinburgh, where he undertook Specialist Registrar training in Respiratory Medicine and General (Internal) Medicine, gaining full accreditation (CCST) in both in May 2004.

At Hinchingbrooke, Dr Buttery jointly runs a busy respiratory service, caring for patients with the whole broad range of respiratory diseases, including asthma, COPD, pneumonia, TB, interstitial lung diseases and malignancy. In addition he manages patients with acute general medical problems as part of the physician on-call rota, as well as caring for appropriate patients in the clinic setting.

Dr Buttery has developed a deep interest in lung cancer, both at a clinical and scientific level. This led to a PhD from the University of Edinburgh on mechanisms controlling cell survival in lung cancer, funded by a Medical Research Council Training Fellowship award; he also gained a European Respiratory Society Fellowship to train in Heidelberg in interventional bronchoscopy.

At Papworth, Dr Buttery is integral to the management of the Papworth Thoracic Oncology Service. This Unit provides the central reference point for diagnostic services and clinical management for all patients with lung tumours throughout the West Anglia Cancer Network. As one of the respiratory physicians central to this service, Dr Buttery is highly experienced in bronchoscopy and endobronchial ultrasound assessment of the mediastinum. He is involved in key clinical decisions in the multi-disciplinary meetings and manages in-patients. At a national level, he has recently been appointed to the British Thoracic Society's Tobacco Committee and looks forward to taking on this new challenge
